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FORUM RESOLUTION
Kyiv, September 2-3, 2011.
Participants of the Second Ukrainian Internet Governance Forum (IGF-UA), 
concluding all debates and discussions during the Second Ukrainian Internet Government Forum and considering Internet governance system development tasks stated at 5th World Internet Governance Forum  and European dialogue on Internet governance (EuroDIG),
noting that information society is one of the major ways for the modern civilization to develop and Ukraine has to comply to the principles,
emphasizing that wide use of information and communication technologies in all fields of public life in Ukraine is a necessary precondition to modernize the country and prevent it from lagging behind developed countries in economic and social fields,
acknowledging the urgent need to improve the legislative base in the field of information and communication technologies, copyrights and collateral rights, to widen private-and-state partnership and develop state programmes of information society building,
understanding the urgent need of electronic economy instruments and electronic government as well as other new information and communications technologies introduction,
supporting the inherent right of Internet society for self-defense in cases of harmful actions of power against information society development;

1) consider that information society build-up in Ukraine has to become one of the priorities of the country development;
2) support the approach by President and Government of Ukraine for priority of hi-tech branches of Ukraine’s economy development, especially information and communication technologies according to Economic Reformations Program for 2010-2014 «Rich Society, Competitive Economy, Effective State» developed by an President’s Economic Reformation Committee;
3) see the necessity of making a clear position of Ukrainian power in Internet and its market development as an historical chance to make up prevailing for years leeway in hi-tech field subject to the provisions of UN Resolution on May 16, 2011 on the one of the basic human rights - free access to the Internet and warn against reckless step of local governments to regulate access to "last mile";
4) call Ukrainian power and business to stimulate any Internet activities of citizen and to support related fields, electronic payments via Internet;

5) draw an attention of legislative and executive bodies of Ukraine to the need to more actively work on bringing Ukrainian legislation into compliance with European norms and extending the practice of regulating public relations in Internet introduced by Council of Europe and European Union in the view of strategic orientation of Ukraine towards European Union integration and commitments undertaken before Ukraine joined Council of Europe;

6) draw an attention to the necessity of wide introducing of electronic government instruments in Ukraine considering international experience and approaches;
7) consider as important task for Internet society of Ukraine to establish a field interests’ support group in Ukrainian power and particularly in the Parliament – this will be a great contribution to a country’s development;

8) consider as important restraint of any power’s efforts to control Internet, call Ukraine’s Cabinet to withdraw draft law on mandatory information agencies registration as being a threat to freedom of speech in Ukraine;

9) draw an attention of Internet society to a necessity of very delicate approach to a legislation on Internet media registering due to a danger of such a laws usage to restrain freedom of speech in Ukraine;
10) draw an attention  to a necessity of personal data security system  improvement by developing standards and regulations, including information services providing and standard solutions set creation, all subjects of personal data security education and consulting, establishing a two-way connections between power bodies and society;
11) resemble to Ukrainian state power bodies, businesses and the public to the need of jointly seek due solutions to the rise in cybercrime, focusing primarily on protection of information rights of the citizens and excluding at the same time transforming of the Ukrainian Internet segment into total control zone;

12) acknowledge the need for the system of domain registrations in Ukraine reformation in consistence with the present-day requirements of  telecommunications field,  up-to-date international experience and the Draft Concept of UA domain development toward clearly defined in advance and the decision making process considering positions of all Ukrainian Internet market members including government, civil society, private sector, domain name registrars, the owners of information resources and Internet users, as well as international experience and expertise of organizations such as ICANN and RIPE for involvement in discussions of a wide range of stakeholders and experts;
13) consider as essential to provide a wide campaign on information about optimal ways to a new Internet protocol IPv6 transfer accenting on information security and users’ rights defence;

14) draw an attention of Ukrainian state power bodies, businesses and the public to the need of creation of  educational system aimed on usage of modern information and communication technologies in the development of fully developed personality for making up «digital leeway», providing Internet literacy of Ukrainian citizen and information security culture formation;
15) urge the authorities to sound approach to the implementation of legislative innovations in the field of copyright and related rights in relation to Internet content and use of European experience in this field of application solely judicial mechanisms for blocking Internet content;
16) consider the Ukrainian Internet Governance Forum a positive event and recognize the need for conducting such a forums in the future;

17) authorise the organizational committee of the Second Ukrainian Internet Governance Forum to forward the given Resolution to participants of the 6th Global Internet Governance Forum to be held in Nairobi.
